1. Group a few of your shoes together and draw them.

2. Draw a metallic object and everything that is reflected in it.

3. Draw part of a vehicle.  Choose an interesting perspective and composition.

4. Choose an interesting object and draw it from 3 different views.

5. Open up a mechanical object and draw what you see inside of it.

6. Fill your page with 2 dimensional shapes, choose a direction for a light source and shade them accordingly.

7. Find an object with a shiny surface and draw what your reflection looks like in it.

8. Find an interesting piece of art through the library and sketch it.  Please include a printout/copy of the work including the artist, title, medium and dimensions.

9. Find something that has multiple parts.  Take it apart, rearrange the pieces and draw it.

10. Locate a sculpture and draw it from at least 2 perspectives.

11. Draw the outside of your home and what is around it.

12. Sit in your room in one place and draw everything that you see.

13. Choose a poem or song and illustrate it.  Please include a copy of the poem, lyrics for me.

14. Crunch up cans and draw them focusing on the new shapes, angles and textures.

15. Find something very strange that you would never think of drawing and make it interesting through your drawing of it.

16. Choose an emotion and fill a page with drawings that show that feeling.  Keep it abstract.  No smiley faces or anything too representational.  Using color may help.

17. Draw a plant or part of a plant with as much detail as possible.

18. Illustrate a dream that you’ve had.

19. Find a piece of fabric and drape it over or around something.  While drawing, focus on the shapes of the folds, creases and shadows.

20. Advanced drapery: use at least two different patterned fabrics in an interesting composition.  Focus on how the patterns change within the folds and creases.

21. Draw yourself using a very strong light source on one side of your face.  Focus on the shapes of the shadows of your facial features.

22. Find something that you consider to be not pretty and draw it from direct observation.

23. Draw your mouth multiple times on the same page.  Try showing different emotions.

24. Draw your eye multiple times on the same page.  Try showing different emotions with your eye and eyebrow.

25. Design an interesting tattoo that includes your initials somehow.

26. Sit near a tree and draw part of it. Study the colors, shapes and textures.

27. Draw the inside of something.

28. Draw a landscape from direct observation.  Remember to include foreground, middle ground and background.

29. Artists’ Choice: draw anything you want (give me the best you’ve got)
